
EDI 832 Transaction 


Price Sales Catalog


The transaction set is used to furnish or request the price of goods in the form of a catalog. It identifies the UPC number and retail price and/or cost of an item.

It is presently be used for Greeting Card vendors, this transaction has replaced the 888 Item Maintenance transaction.  

INBOUND 832

The catalog is sent in an 832 transaction from the vendor to EDI. This catalog contains the UPC in (1-5-5-1) format, the retail price and the cost for adds and changes to the catalog. Deletes only contain UPC number.  The EDI to application process changes the UPC to (2-5-5) format. The 832 Application that is passed to internal master item file < PID>  is designed to remove all or part of the manual intervention by that area.  In the past the 888 was only a report that had to manually be added or removed for master item file <PID>.  The inbound 832 is a trigger job and will only run when there is data.

OUTBOUND 832

After PID has processed the catalog data, it is then sent to the store systems. From Direct Store Delivery and the store systems Scan Based Trading will extract the file, verify cost and create and outbound 832 application for EDI.  The internal outbound cross-reference is the same cross-reference used for SBT. The job runs Monday – Friday at 9:00 am.  The EDI 832 is then sent to the vendor to confirm that the stores are ready to receive the product.  There is no confirmation of deletes, because Kroger keeps them in our system past the delete date.

PID or SBT are the primary contacts for doing 832’s with Kroger. The main concentration at this point is the greeting card vendors.
